	This contract provides a specified monthly payment rate due for the contract period as dictated by the installation requirements. Thereafter, service will be continued so long as the monthly payment is made. If Customer desires to cancel the contract prior to the end of the specified term, the contract balance will be due in one lump sum. The lump sum payment may be waived only if the new property owner or tenant agrees to and assumes the terms of the original contract for the remaining duration and only by the consent of CWLP. Customer may cancel the contract anytime after the contract period by providing two working days’ advance notice to Customer Service at (217) 789-2030.

	Monthly payments are due 21 days after the monthly bill is rendered. If payments are received after the bill date, the balance owing will be subject to a late penalty of 1% per month. The minimum monthly penalty will be 50 cents ($0.50).

	
	4.
	CWLP will install, own, operate and maintain the above described units at the address where the lighting is installed and will furnish electricity for such units at the charge shown on page 2 of this contract. All equipment must be installed in the existing distribution easement adjacent to the Customer’s property and may be located only in areas served by overhead electrical service. CWLP shall have free and unimpeded vehicle access to its equipment at all times.

	If Customer requests that the security light(s) be relocated after the initial installation, Customer shall pay all expenses incurred by CWLP to relocated said security light(s). A deposit based on the estimated cost to relocate will be required before relocation is begun.

	CWLP agrees to repair or replace faulty equipment within a reasonable period of time, weather permit-ting, following notification by Customer. Notification should be made to (217) 757-8520, ext. 2156.

	Repairs will be effected between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, except holidays.

	Customer agrees to take all reasonable precautions to prevent damage or vandalism to CWLP equipment. CWLP reserves the right to remove the installation and cancel the contract at any time in the event of excessive maintenance due to vandalism.

	This contract shall not be in effect without written authorization from the Superintendent of T&D Engineering and the Commercial Office Manager.
